Focus on Small Groups: Caring Connections Meals  
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Berthoud United Meth-

odist Church sponsors 

many small-group min-

istries, members and 

friends of the church 

who serve quietly, with-

out fanfare, but get nec-

essary things done. They donôt expect thanks, 

but their work enriches us all. For the next 

several issues, we will focus on these small 

groups.  
 
The first to be featured is our Caring Connec-

tions meal program, a service that provides 

meals to those in need.  
 
You may know that a group at church prepares 

and delivers meals to folks who, because of 

illness or trouble, canôt shop and cook for 

themselves. Ever wonder how itôs done?  

Those meals donôt appear magically! 
 
Leaving aside the work of preparing the meal 

itself, delivering meals to those in need re-

quires planning and complicated logistics. 

Hereôs how it works: 
 
When Pastor Stephanie, or someone else, 

learns about a need for meals, she calls volun-

teer coordinator Linda Henderson. Linda calls 

the family to find out what the specific needs 

are. Then she calls Ruby Spaur, who main-

tains the volunteer list. Ruby finds a volunteer 

cook to prepare and deliver the meal. If the 

volunteer cook canôt deliver the meal, Linda 

picks it up from the cook and delivers it to the 

family. 
 
If Ruby cannot fill the need from her list, she 

calls Linda, who keeps extra entrees in her 

freezer (Marcy Greenslit and Betsy Haskins 

provide back-up space in their freezers). Linda 

uses cash from Caring Connections to shop 

for fruit, salad, and other fresh accompani-

ments to the freezer meal and delivers the 

meal. (Merideth Neitenbach and Betsy 

Haskins are back-up deliverers.) 
 
Linda keeps track of the statisticsðhow many 

meals offered, whether home-cooked or from 

the freezer, and the like. 
 
These caring volunteers do a ton of work be-

fore a single meal is cooked!  
 
Then there are the cooks, who take time from 

their own busy lives to help feed others and to 

take those meals to the doorsteps of those who 

need them. 
 
The benefits of this Caring Connection service 

are obvious. But itôs not an easy program to 

carry out. These dedicated women need help 

in the form of volunteer time and money to 

continue to provide it.  
 
Thereôs a call for volunteers 

and contributions on page one 

of this newsletter. Look it over 

and consider what you can do 

to help. 

We are off to a great start with the new curriculum, which involves adults 

from the congregation leading the kids in special activities. The kids seem to 

love it.  Thanks to the volunteers helping with the projects and thanks to the 

teachers for their flexibility!  
 
Watch for your opportunity to lead our childrenðcoming soon.
